All Drumline Directors will check in at the Unit Check In Table on arrival There they will receive an envelope including but not limited to a schedule, map, any contest information (e.g. Directors Hospitality Room located in Press Box) 10 complimentary entrance passes, 2 Directors labels, any sponsor publicity.  Other necessary information for the announcer will be collected from the Drumline Directors.

DRUMLINE GUIDES and unit check in runners will facilitate with wristband.

Each Drumline will be assigned 1 adult and 1 student guide to stay with them until the end of their performance to make sure they know where to go, the facilities available, they stay on schedule and answer any questions etc.  At least one guide must be sure to have a watch or cell phone with clock to be able to stay on schedule.

Unit Check In Runners will run announcer sheets and other information to the Press Box.

JUDGES RUNNERS

Set up water coolers and cups are in specified areas.  Make sure coolers stay filled, there are plenty of cups available and trash cans are emptied.

PERFORMANCE GATE A & B

Stand by and monitor Drumline entrance and exit from Gates A or B as assigned.  Let Drumlines on and off the field as scheduled.  All Performance Gate monitors will need watches or clock on a cell phone to be able to keep to the schedule.  Once the performing group has moved off the field the next group can move onto the field.

VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR

JANICE VIEIRA COORDINATOR (ALL DAY)

Set up a Volunteer Check In and Information Station inside Gate Entrance to Stadium.  Check in volunteers (all student volunteer must check in).  Volunteer can receive clarification on their assignments and to whom and where to report.  All student volunteers must check out after their shift to SIGN OUT to verify hours worked.  Certificates for service will be issued AFTER contest and will be distributed by band directors.

Be a general information station for participants, spectators and volunteers.

ANNOUNCER

Make announcements introducing each Drumline and any other relevant information from the Press Box.

SCORE TABULATION

CROWD CONTROL BLEACHERS

Stationed at Main Entrance Gate to Stadium by Concession Stands.  Collect entry charge ($5 each) and distribute wristband.  Each Drumline will have 10 complimentary entrance passes, collect these passes as presented and provide wristband as ticket.  Hand out programs. Stamps, cash boxes with change and programs will be provided.

CONCESSION WORKERS (COOKS AND BOOTH WORKERS)

6 ADULTS PREPARATION (8:30 AM – 10:30 AM)

6-7 ADULTS COOKS (various shifts)
8-10 ADULTS BOOTH WORKERS (various shifts)
