All Drumline Directors will check in at the Unit Check In Table on arrival. There they will receive an envelope including but not limited to a schedule, map, any contest information (e.g. Directors Hospitality Room located in Press Box) 10 complimentary entrance passes, 2 Directors labels, any sponsor publicity.  Other necessary information for the announcer will be collected from the Drumline Directors.

A Hand Stamper will go with the Drumline Director to make sure all participants have their hands stamped for free entrance.

Each Drumline will be assigned 1 adult and 1 student guide to stay with them until the end of their performance to make sure they know where to go, the facilities available, they stay on schedule and answer any questions etc.  Guides should have a map and schedule and must be sure to have a watch or cell phone with clock to be able to keep their Drumline on schedule.

Unit Check In Runners will run announcer sheets and other information to the Press Box.

All Performance Gate monitors will need a schedule and watch or clock on a cell phone to be able to keep to the schedule.  Once the performing group has moved off the field the next group can move onto the field.

VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR

1 ADULT (ALL DAY)

Set up a Volunteer Check In and Information Station adjacent to main stadium entrance gate.  Check in volunteers (all student volunteers must check in).  Volunteers can receive clarification on their assignments and to whom and where to report.  Maps and schedules will be available at this station. All student volunteers must check out after their shift to receive a completed Community Service Hours certificate from the Volunteer Check In station.

Be a general information station for participants, spectators and volunteers.

ANNOUNCER

Make announcements introducing each Drumline and any other relevant information from the Press Box.

SCORE TABULATION
